Mr. Brenden Piasta of High River, Alberta passed away on January 7, 2015 at
the age of 17 years. Brenden is survived by his mother Shauna; father Rob
and brother Greg; grandparents Robert & Ruth Perkins, Robert & Olga Piasta;
aunts & uncles Nick, Jennifer, Raymond, Cathy, Kari (Marty); cousin Brant as
well as his great-grandmother Doris Piasta. Brenden was predeceased by his
great-grandfather William Piasta. 

 

Brenden was born in High River and raised on the family farm outside of
Brant. From there he went to school at Vulcan. He began his passion of dance
at 6 years old and continued all the way through his life enjoying it to the
fullest. He also fell in love with music and took up the bass guitar and was in
the rock band as well jazz band. In 2014 he attended Highwood High School
and in the short span of his time at Highwood he managed to spark so many
friendships and even got selected to be on the Mustangs football team which
he was so proud to become a Mustang. Along with music and dance Brenden
loved dirt biking and quadding with his brother and parents. Brenden was an
aspiring student and wanted to continue his education in the field of chemical
engineering.
