Elsie worked as a beautician/hairdresser in Calgary, owning the salon in the
Calgary General Hospital, followed by a shop in the Knights of Columbus,
Columbus Manor, once the old General Hospital was torn down. Aside from
her work, Elsie was a dedicated baker and cook. Mondays when the shop was
closed, you could smell the aroma of fresh baked bread and buns, and other
heavenly baked goods, wafting from her kitchen. Christmastime was also an
amazing time to be around, as the special baked goods and other treats were
a staple. 

 

Outside of work, Elsie loved to volunteer on the second floor of the High River
Hospital and was a firm believer and member of Al-anon, where many lifelong
friendships were made.
