It is with heavy hearts that the family of Everett Kennedy of High River,
Alberta, announce his passing. Everett had a very short battle with advance
stage 4 lung cancer. He passed peacefully at his home on June 22, 2025, at
the age of 82 years, with his wife and daughters by his side.

Everett grew up in Turner Valley, Redwater, Edmonton, and then back to
Turner Valley. He attended University in Calgary and Edmonton to obtain his
Engineering Degree. While he was attending University, he met his soulmate
Beverley Richardson and they tied the knot July 16, 1966. They welcomed
their daughters, Amber 1970 and Jodi 1976.

Upon graduation from the University of Edmonton, Everett began his work
career with HBOG/ Hudson Bay Oil & Gas (Rangeland) in Calgary, Pincher
Creek and Olds. He was a survivor of company takeovers with Dome, loaned
to DONG/ Danish Oil & Natural Gas in Denmark, Amoco and finally British
Petroleum. He retired at age 55 then decided to establish KICS/ Kennedy
Inspection & Consulting Services.

Everett had a passion for hockey, fishing, golfing, skiing, camping, hiking,
shooting pool, playing poker and travelling. With family and friends he
experienced many parts of Canada, USA, Mexico, Caribbean, Europe, Malta
and Panama Canal throughout his life.



Everett is survived by his loving wife Beverley of almost 59 years, daughters
Amber (Dwayne) and Jodi (Perry), and grandchildren Hunter, Mikayla &
Cameron. Everett is also survived by his sister Ada Hancock and was
predeceased by his parents Red and Thelma Kennedy, brothers Carl and
Lloyd Kennedy.
