The Foothills area is mourning the loss of a legendary broadcaster, dedicated
community builder, and beloved family man. Gerald Howard Brown, known to
all as "Charlie Brown," passed away on Saturday, April 11, 2026, surrounded
by the family he loved so dearly.

Born in Petrolia, Ontario, Howard’s journey in radio began in southern Ontario,
where he studied broadcasting before starting his career in Sarnia and North
Bay. It was during these early years that he adopted his iconic on-air name.
He made the move to Alberta, beginning a storied career that spanned over
40 years across Red Deer, Canmore, Lethbridge, Taber, and Calgary.

Howard settled in High River, a town that would become his true home. After
several years in Calgary radio, he returned to High River airwaves at AM
1140, where he became a fan favorite on programs like Tradio. He also did
the morning show on 99.7 Sun Country, connecting with listeners through his
easygoing style, quick wit, and distinctive laugh. He retired in August 2025,
having spent his life doing what he loved most: connecting with people.

Outside of the station, Howard was the heartbeat of the community. He was a
natural storyteller who volunteered during his time hosting fundraisers, DJing
local weddings, and coaching sports. An avid athlete himself, he was a fixture
in senior men’s hockey and a tireless cheerleader for the Foothills Hockey



Teams (Flyers & Bisons).

While his voice reached thousands, his heart belonged to his family. Howard
was the devoted husband and best friend of Tracy for 30 years. He was a man
of authentic spirit who loved the music of Stompin’ Tom Connors and lived
with the same grit and humor found in those songs.

Howard leaves behind a legacy of kindness, service, and incredible positive
energy. He is survived by his wife, Tracy Brown; his daughters, Madison
Brown (Justin Kaiman) and Stevie-Lee Brown; his grandchildren; Lindsey,
Hadley and Mackenzie Farough; His Nephews and Nieces that he loved
dearly. Along with a community that is much quieter without his familiar voice.
