Jim was born in Claresholm and raised southwest of Stavely where his love of
farming started early. He spent his childhood milking cows and riding horses
and that set him on the path to a true western lifestyle. In his early adult
year’s, he left the country lifestyle for a time to work in construction to support
his young family. Running “CATS” and “Buggies” building roads and oil leases
throughout Alberta. Some of his favorite stories to tell were when he was
building the road up to Lake Louise ski hill operating the equipment on the
face of the mountain. 

In 1977 Jim and Barb had the opportunity to set out on a new adventure and
moved to the family farm of Aunt Pearl and Uncle Glen Jackson southwest of
High River and took it over to start their dream of farming. Starting with cream
cows and pigs and according to Barb thankfully the pigs did not last long, and
they invested in Dairy Cattle. The Dairy Farm became a family affair for 20
years, Jim cherished those years. After the dairy they transitioned to raising



purebred black angus bulls, which proved to be another successful farming
adventure. Jim retired and continued to love and live the country life on his
farm.
