He
was often seen with a huge smile on his face. He was extremely kindhearted
never hesitating to give you the shirt off his back and always welcomed others
with a friendly hello or youuuu whoooooo. He took life head on and lived it to
the fullest.

The trait people will remember most fondly about Lyle was his infectious
sense of humor. He took great pleasure in making people laugh. If he liked



you, you were lovingly teased. He had a knack for making up his own
vocabulary. One thing he would tell you for sure "Don't get flim flammed, and if
you do, don't get all raspicidious about it". Lyle you will be deeply missed by
those of us who truly love you.
