Mr. Robert Barry Robinson

It is with great sadness that we announce the passing of Robert Barry
Robinson, of High River, on February 15th, 2025, at the age of 61, at the High
River Hospital. Robert was a beloved father, partner, brother, and friend,
whose warmth, humor, and strength touched the lives of everyone who knew
him.

Robert is survived by his children, Dyllan and Chase Robinson, as well as his
life partner, Heather Russell, his sister, Sandra Robinson, and numerous
nieces and nephews. He was predeceased by his father, Bob Robinson, his
mother, Dorothy Robinson, and his sister, Dianne Colwell. He and his former
wife, Maria Robinson, raised their two daughters together, and Dyllan and
Chase were the pride of Robert’s life.

Born in Calgary in 1963, Robert’s family moved to High River in 1973, where
he would spend the rest of his life. It was there that he developed a love for
rodeo, first entering the wild horse race at the Little Britches Rodeo. Though
he didn’t win, his determination was unshaken, and he soon grew into a
skilled competitor. His passion for rodeo led to his love of team roping, and he
proudly shared this passion with his children, taking Dyllan to high school
rodeos and having Chase by his side as a trusted rodeo buddy.

Robert’s journey into rodeo led him to the Senior Pro Rodeo Association,



where he met Heather Russell at the Dunmore Rodeo. The two quickly
became inseparable, and in 2023, Heather joined Robert on the farm where
they spent their days building a life together. Robert’s success in rodeo and
jackpots earned him many saddles and buckles, but it was the friendships
formed along the way that mattered most.

In addition to his love for rodeo, Robert was a skilled and dedicated worker.
He attended Olds College, earning a degree in Agricultural Mechanics before
working as an Automotive Service Technician at Country Chrysler. His
dedication to his craft earned him his Journeyman certificate.

Robert was also a lifelong martial artist, earning his 7th-degree black belt in
karate. His journey in karate took him to Japan in the late 1980s, where he
was deeply impressed by the culture and the dedication of the practitioners.

Robert’s life was defined by his love for family, friends, and the land. He was a
man who didn’t care for fancy things or wealth; instead, he focused on the
people he loved and the horses that filled his life. He spent countless hours
working on the farm, caring for the animals, and fixing vehicles, fences, and
buildings. The farm on Longview Trail, where he returned to in 1998, became
his sanctuary, and it was there that he created lasting memories with Dyllan
and Chase.

Robert’s friendships, formed through karate, rodeo, and his love for the simple
joys of life, were some of his most cherished gifts. Whether two-stepping
around the dance floor or taking motorcycle trips to Montana and enjoying
Huckleberry martinis, Robert’s zest for life was infectious. He had a way of
making everyone around him feel special, and his sense of humor and big
heart left an indelible mark on the hearts of many.

Though Robert was taken from us too soon, his legacy will live on in the



stories we share, the laughter we remember, and the love he gave. He
touched so many lives in a way that can never be forgotten. He will always be
with us, in our hearts and in the memories he leaves behind.

Rest in peace, Robert. You were truly one of a kind. You will never be
forgotten.
